What else do | need to know?

* School open days will usually be held in
September or October and you should
contact schools directly to arrange a visit.

* You can name up to six schools on your
application form, in the order that you
prefer them. Where possible the local
authority will allocate a place at one of
these schools.

¢ Schools will not know where you have
ranked them on the application form so
the order of your preferences does not
disadvantage you.

* The local authority has a duty to provide
a place for your child but it does not have
to be at one of your preferred schools.

* If you have an older child already at
the school, you must still apply for a
younger child.

* If you have more than one child applying
for a school place, you must make a
separate application for each of them.

* If you live in Surrey you must apply to
Surrey, even if the schools you list are
outside Surrey.

Some schools may need you to submit a
supplementary information form in addition
to the application form. Find out more
about supplementary information forms at
surreycc.gov.uk/admissions.

If you are registered for council tax you
must supply the name of the borough or
district and the council tax account number
for the property where your child normally
lives. Otherwise you will be asked to provide
evidence of where your child lives.

When applying online you must make
sure that you press ‘submit’ at the end
of your application and that you receive
a confirmation email which sets out your
preferences and confirms your application
reference number.

If you do not receive a confirmation email
you should check your application to ensure
its status has been changed to ‘submitted..

If you write to us or submit information

to support an application, remember to
include your child’s name, date of birth and
application reference number (if you applied
online).

If your child has an education, health and
care plan you will receive a personalised
admissions pack which will tell you how to
apply for a school place.
